During the month of November, I will be preaching the sermon series entitled 
“Give Thanks to God” and both Poland and Canfield United Methodist 
Churches will be doing a Giving Pledge drive to support the Ministries of the 
church for coming year. Canfield UMC will be raising money for a new Au-
dio-Visual equipment for the church that will include replacing the old pro-
jectors.
